 Unit 2 vocabulary words 
  Diverse: Showing a lot of variety or differences. (Example: Our classroom is diverse with students from many cultures.)
  Identify: To recognize or name something or someone. (Example: We can identify animals by their footprints.)
  Tracker: A person or device that follows or finds something by looking for signs. (Example: A tracker follows animal footprints in the forest.)
  Protect: To keep something or someone safe from harm. (Example: We must protect endangered animals.)
  Naturalist: A person who studies plants, animals, and nature. (Example: The naturalist taught us about the rainforest.)
  Poaching: The illegal hunting or killing of wild animals. (Example: Poaching threatens many animal species.)
  Damaged: Broken or harmed in some way. (Example: The storm damaged the trees in the park.)
  Conservation: The act of saving and caring for nature and wildlife. (Example: Conservation helps keep our planet healthy.)
  Preservation: Keeping something in its original condition and safe from harm. (Example: Preservation of old buildings keeps history alive.)
  Inspired: Encouraged or motivated to do something good or creative. (Example: The story inspired me to help animals.)
  Population: The total number of people or animals in a place. (Example: The population of lions has decreased.)
  Reserves: Protected areas where animals or plants can live safely. (Example: Many animals live in nature reserves.)
