Poaching: The illegal hunting or killing of wild animals.
 (Example: Poaching threatens many animal species.)
Damaged: Broken or harmed in some way.
 (Example: The storm damaged the trees in the park.)
Conservation: The act of saving and caring for nature and wildlife.
 (Example: Conservation helps keep our planet healthy.)
Preservation: Keeping something in its original condition and safe from harm. (Example: Preservation of old buildings keeps history alive.)
Inspired: Encouraged or motivated to do something good or creative. 
(Example: The story inspired me to help animals.)
Population: The total number of people or animals in a place. 
(Example: The population of lions has decreased.)
Reserves: Protected areas where animals or plants can live safely. 
(Example: Many animals live in nature reserves.)
