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Part 1: Understanding the Sentence Types
1. Simple Sentence: A sentence with one independent clause (a complete thought) and no dependent clauses.
examples: 
Sarah walked quickly to catch the school bus.
The rain soaked my shoes.
The crowd cheered loudly.
I wrote my name at the top of the paper.
The lights flickered for a moment.
I grabbed my backpack and ran.
2. Compound Sentence: A sentence that has two or more independent clauses joined by a coordinating conjunction (for, and, nor, but, or, yet, so).
examples: 
We have so much to do, yet we have so little time.
Liam forgot his homework, but he remembered to bring his art project.
Jason forgot his lunch, so I shared mine with him.
The teacher gave us a quiz, and we all groaned.

3. Complex Sentence: A sentence that contains one independent clause and one or more dependent (subordinate) clauses.
Subordinating conjunctions are words that link a dependent (subordinate) clause to an independent (main) clause. They help show the relationship between the two clauses, such as time, cause, condition, contrast, or place.
Here are some common subordinating conjunctions and their functions:
Time: when, before, after, while, as, until, since
example: I hid behind the tree until the footsteps faded away.
Cause: because, since, as
example: The knight couldn’t sleep because he was worried about the battle.
Condition: if, unless, provided that, as long as
example: You’ll find the treasure if you follow the map carefully.
Contrast: although, though, even though, whereas
example: Although it was raining, Maya kept running through the forest.
Place: where, wherever
example: We will build our camp wherever the ground is dry.
Subordinating conjunctions introduce the dependent clause, making it clear that it cannot stand alone as a sentence.
