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How to Write a Good Essay
When writing an essay, you should always organize your ideas into four main parts:

1 The Title
· The title must be clear.
· Every word in the title should begin with a capital letter (except prepositions in the middle like on, in, of).
· Example: The Advantages and Disadvantages of the Internet
2 The Introduction
· Begin with general information about the topic.
· Then move to more specific details related to the question.
· You can use this ready introduction for most topics:

 Nowadays, it is believed that (topic from the question). Most people in our country are interested in this issue because it is very important. In this essay, I want to write about (points from the question).
3 The Body (Main Paragraphs)
· Usually consists of two paragraphs.
· Each paragraph should discuss one main point (advantages / disadvantages / causes / reasons / solutions).
· Use linking words like: Moreover, However, On the other hand, Therefore, Consequently, Furthermore.
· Example:
· One of the most important advantages is …
· Moreover, another positive point is …
· On the other hand, one of the disadvantages is …
· Furthermore, it can also cause …
4 The Conclusion
· Summarize the main points you discussed.
· Add your personal opinion or a piece of advice.
· Example:
· In conclusion, there is no doubt that such a topic is vital in our life. For this reason, I advise people to (your advice).


Notes for Writing
1. Your essay must be organized and well-structured.
2. In formal writing, do not use contractions (e.g., write do not instead of don’t).
3. Always leave a small space at the beginning of each paragraph.
4. Use capital letters correctly:
a. The Internet (capital “I”)
b. Titles → every important word capitalized.
5. Pay attention to punctuation, grammar, and spelling.
6. For general topics like the Internet, pollution, education, use the Present Simple tense.
7. In informal writing (e.g., a letter to a friend), you can use contractions.
8. Always use linking words to connect ideas: however, therefore, consequently, moreover, on the other hand, furthermore.
