Key Answers
1. Smoke signals (or sending messages in bottles) were traditional methods of long-distance communication.
2. A Sicilian girl named Paolina found the bottle message, and later she married the man who sent it.
3. 1837.
4. Over six million mobile phones are in use in Jordan.
5. She noticed a problem with one of the child’s eyes, which led to the discovery of a rare disease.
6. A telegram was sent to the London police warning them about the man who escaped on the train, and they were waiting for him when he arrived.
7. In the past, messages could take years (like the bottle message that took two years to be found), but today, messages can take only seconds to be delivered through mobile phones and the Internet.
8. Positive effects:
· The Internet can save lives (like in Tara Taylor’s daughter’s case).
· Messages can be sent instantly anywhere in the world.
Negative effects:
· People may be forgetting how to communicate face-to-face.
· There are challenges in communication despite speed and convenience.
9. Students’ Own answers 
Example answer: Yes, because social media can spread important information quickly and even save lives (like in Tara Taylor’s case). However, face-to-face communication is important for building real relationships, which might be lost if we rely only on social media. (Students’ opinions may vary.)
10. Students’ Own answers 
Example answer: I would use a mobile phone with Internet access if available because it delivers messages instantly. If not, I would send a message in a bottle or use a radio signal, similar to historical methods, hoping it reaches someone. 
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
