Word Bank for Fable Character Descriptions

1. Characters traits:
Positive: clever, wise, kind, humble, honest, brave, generous, patient, diligent, loyal, cautious, confident
Negative: sly, cunning, greedy, vain, proud, arrogant, foolish, lazy, gullible, boastful, selfish, cruel, impatient, timid, jealous

2. Appearance Adjectives
Size: small, tiny, large, enormous, massive, towering, petite, frail, sturdy, powerful
Shape: lanky, plump, round, bony, slender, sharp, soft
Features: bright eyes, beady eyes, sharp claws, strong jaws, bushy tail, large ears, piercing gaze, shaggy mane, colorful feathers

3. Verbs for Action & Movement
Quickly: darted, scurried, scampered, dashed, bounded, skipped
Slowly: trudged, plodded, lumbered, crept, shuffled, ambled, inched
Proudly/Angrily: strutted, marched, stomped, prowled, lunged, pounced, swaggered
Cautiously: sneaked, tiptoed, peered, hesitated, sniffed, examined





Examples:
The Sneaky Fox
The fox was very sly and clever. He had bright orange fur and a big, bushy tail. His eyes were beady and always looking for trouble. He moved quickly and quietly through the forest, planning his next trick.

The Kind Mouse
The little mouse was small and helpful. She had soft, gray fur and tiny pink ears. She was a little timid and liked to scurry away from loud noises. But she had a good heart and was always willing to help a friend in need.

The Proud Crow
The crow was proud and vain. She thought her black feathers were the most beautiful in the whole forest. She had a loud, cawing voice that she used to boast. She loved to strut around on her branch and show off, never thinking that someone might be smarter than her.

Now You Try!
Use the word banks to help you write your own descriptions.

Example 1: The tortoise was immensely patient and wise. He was large and sturdy, with a rough, round shell that had seen many years. His eyes were kind and his movements were slow.
Example 2: The rabbit was small and timid, but also very brave. She had soft, white fur and large ears. She often crept cautiously through the grass, sniffing the air. 
Example 3: The bear was large and lazy. He had a massive, round body and shaggy fur. He slowly lumbered through the forest. He was too impatient to hunt properly and was often fooled by smarter animals.

· Sound: quiet, noisy, peaceful, rustling, chattering, chirping, babbling, buzzing, howling
· Feel: calm, busy, scary, safe, warm, cool, windy, still

Nature Words:
Tree, Oak, Bush, Grass, Flowers, Rocks, Log, Nest, Web, Sun, Moon

Example:
Instead of: "The story was in a forest."
Try using the word bank: "The story began in a deep, dark forest. The path was rocky and winding. It was so quiet you could hear the babbling of a sparkling stream nearby."

Now You Try!
