*An adverbial phrase is a group of words that acts as an adverb.
It tells us when, where, and how something must be done.
*Adverbial phrases make instructions clearer.
They tell us exactly what to do, and how to do it.
Examples
· Wash your hands before lunch. (when)
· Put the toys in the box. (where)
· Stir the soup with a spoon. (how)

 *“Wash your hands.”
 This phrase doesn’t include an adverbial phrase.

**“Wash your hands before lunch.”
This phrase includes an adverbial phrase.  (It is much clearer!
