3. Main Events

· Use time words: first, then, after that, finally.
· Focus on the important details.
4. Feelings
· Describe your emotions.
· How did you feel before, during, and after the event?
· Example words: excited, nervous, happy, surprised, proud.
5. Conclusion
· Explain why this memory is important for you.
· What did you learn? Why do you still remember it?
· Example phrases:
· This experience convinced me that …
· I will always remember this day because …
