Section One: Reading Comprehension
Read the excerpt below from the text in your book, then answer the questions that follow.
What annoys you also depends on the context and your culture. If you grew up in a place with reliable electricity, water supplies and public transport, even a small interruption could annoy you. If, on the other hand, you’ve never taken such things for granted, you’ll be less annoyed when they don’t work. Similarly, when an American family visits a beach, they’ll tend to put down their towels a good distance away from other families. In some Mediterranean countries, it’s normal to sit next to another family, which might make many Americans furious.
What bugs us also seems to change over time. A decade ago, according to research, one of the most annoying things in the world was listening to someone else’s loud phone conversation. Researchers believe that it was annoying because our brains try to build up a complete picture of what’s happening around us, but that’s not possible when we only hear half of a conversation! Hearing half of another person’s conversation still annoys a lot of people, but today some people also get annoyed when they receive a call. A young person recently told me that an unexpected call, even from a close friend, is annoying. The thinking seems to be, ‘Why call when a text will do?’ Or even, ‘You should have texted first to ask if you could call.’
Some people have conditions that make them more sensitive to things that other people just find a bit irritating. For example, misophonia is a medical condition that causes people to respond to ordinary sounds in an extreme or emotional way. Just hearing someone yawn or chew food can drive them crazy. Researchers might be able to find ways to help people suffering from misophonia. If so, there may be some benefit for all of us.
Until then, can science prevent the rest of us from getting upset by irritating things? The answer, annoyingly, is ‘no’.
