Inversion with Negative Adverbials
Grammar
Definition & Function
Inversion with negative adverbials is used to add emphasis in formal English. When a negative or restrictive adverbial is placed at the beginning of a sentence, the auxiliary verb comes before the subject (like in questions).
Form (Rule)
(Negative Adverbial) + Auxiliary verb + Subject + Main verb
Common Negative Adverbials
· Seldom / Rarely → Seldom do I go out late.
· Never (before) / At no time / Not once → At no time did he complain.
· Under no circumstances / In no way → Under no circumstances should students cheat.
· Little → Little did he know what was about to happen.
· Hardly / Barely / Scarcely … (when) → Hardly had I arrived when it started raining.
· No sooner … (than) → No sooner had I sat down than the phone rang.
· Not only … (but also …) → Not only can she sing, but she can also dance.
· Not until / Not before → Not until he spoke did I realize the truth.
· So + adjective/adverb … (that) → So tired was she that she fell asleep immediately.
· Such (a) + adjective + noun … (that) → Such was his anger that he couldn’t speak.
· Only + (when/after/if/then/later) → Only after the meeting did I understand the problem.
Special Notes
1. If the sentence has no auxiliary verb, we add do/does/did.
· I rarely play tennis → Rarely do I play tennis.
· She seldom cooks → Seldom does she cook.
· We never travelled → Never did we travel.
2. If the sentence already has an auxiliary verb, we just invert:
· I have never done it → Never have I done it.
· He will never do it → Never will he do it.
3. If the negative adverbial is not at the beginning, normal order is used:
· He never smokes. (no inversion, because “never” is not initial).
