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*In most science experiments you will have three variables:

1-Independent variable:
-Manipulated variable (can stand alone).
-The variable you are changing.
-Graphed on the X-axis.
-What you are investigating and change each time.

2-Dependent variable:
-Variable affected by change.
-It is called the responding variable depending on the independent variable.
-Graphed on the Y -axis.
3-Control variable:
The variable that needs to remain constant for accurate results.
-You keep the same to make a fair test.
