Storage Devices

** Storage devices: Hardware that holds information. Without them we can’t save information for later.

** Types:
1. Primary Storage: Holds information temporarily.
 - We also call it RAM (Random Access Memory).
- The data is lost when the computer shuts down.

2. Secondary Storage: Keeps information permanently.
- For example: 
1. CDs: store music and other files.
2. USB: small and easy to carry. 
3. Hard drives (internal and external): Storage space is larger than a CD and USB.
4. Online storage (cloud): needs internet access.

Printers

** Printers: are external output devices.
They show information in printed form (on paper).
Printers can connect to a computer wirelessly or with cables.

1. businesses. 2.hospitals. 3.schools.

** Why do we use the printers:
- print reports, text, and photos.

** Types of Printers
1. Ink Jet Printer: 
Prints by spraying liquid ink onto the paper.
Uses ink cartridges.
Cheaper to use. 

2. Laser Printer:
Prints by using toner (colored or black powder).
Works with laser, heat, and pressure.




3. Multifunction Printers:
Prints by using ink jet or laser.
They can print, copy, scan, and fax.
Also known as All In One printers (AIO).

4. 3D Printers:
Use plastic, metal, and wax to print.
It can print different items.

5. Barcode Printers:
They used to print barcode labels. 
Prints by using ink jet, laser, or heat to transfer the barcode to the label.
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
