 What is a Fact?

A fact is something that can be proven true or false using evidence such as data, research, or observation.
It is objective, meaning it does not depend on personal feelings or beliefs.

Clues (Signal Phrases):

	•	It is a known fact that…

 Examples of Facts:
	1.	Water boils at 100°C at sea level.
	2.	The Earth orbits the Sun once every 365 days.
	3.	The research indicates that exercise improves mental health.
	4.	Jordan is located in the Middle East.


What is an Opinion?

An opinion is a personal belief, feeling, or judgment.
It cannot be proven true or false in the same way a fact can.
It is subjective, depending on personal perspective or experience.

Clues (Signal Words & Phrases):
	•	I think…
	•	I believe…
	•	I feel…
	•	If you ask me…
	•	In my opinion…
	•	I have the impression that…

Examples of Opinions:
	1.	I think summer is the best season of the year.
	2.	In my opinion, online learning is more effective than traditional learning.
	3.	If you ask me, reading is more enjoyable than watching movies.
	4.	I believe this book is the most inspiring one ever written.
