Past simple is used to:
1- Talk about actions started and finished in the past.
2- Talk about past routines and habits.
3- Talk about actions one happened after the other one in the past.
Past simple structure:
Subject + past simple verb + complement
Past simple verbs are:
a- Verb to be ( was/were )
b-  Main verb ( regular/irregular )
Negative form:
Subject + verb to be + not + complement
                    OR
Subject + didn’t + infinitive verb + complement
Past simple question:
a- Yes/No question                      b- Wh/question
-Verb to be + subject + complement?
-Did + subject + infinitive verb + complement?
-Wh word + verb to be + subject + complement?
-Wh word + did + subject + infinitive verb + complement + ?
Time expressions:
-Lately / Last week / Yesterday / Once upon a time / Long ago / 2 weeks ago
for 3 months / when / in 1998

Used to

We use ( used to ) to talk about a past habit.
(Something that I used to do in the past but now I don’t).
-I used to drink milk when I was a child but now I don’t.
Affirmative….
Subject + used to + infinitive verb + comp
-She used to play with her dolls when she was 5 years old.
Negative…
Subject + didn’t + use to + infinitive verb + comp.
-Adam didn’t use to brush his teeth.
Interrogative…
1- YES/NO question
Did + subject + use to + infinitive verb + comp + ?
Did you use to fix your toys when you were a child?
-Yes, I did       - No, I didn’t
2- Wh question…
Wh word + did + sub + use to + inf + comp + ?
What did he use to drink when he was 12?
He used to drink juice when he was 12.

We use the past continuous to …
· Describe an action that was in progress at a specific time in the past.
· To talk about two or more actions that were in progress at the same time in the past.
· Describe a scene in the past, especially when you’re telling a story.
-Describe something until an event interrupted you and stopped you.
Past continuous questions and negatives…
-We use v.to be (was/were) to make questions with the past continuous.
  - We use v. to be + not (wasn’t/weren’t) + v (ing) in the negative form.
   -Time expressions:     
   - All ( night/week/evening/night yesterday…)
   - Since 5 pm
   - For a long time yesterday
   - While/When
   - at ten o’clock last week
   - as

We can use the past simple and the past continuous in the same sentence to….
· Show that one past action interrupted another one.
· I was cooking when I heard the doorbell.
· Tell a story in the past.
· While we were having lunch , they came.

  Note..
-We usually use when and while to connect the two actions.
-We use when before the past simple and while before the past continuous.

1-While I was taking shower , I heard a noise.
2- I was watching TV while my sister was cooking.
    1-When I arrived , my mother was singing.
    2-Adam finished his homework when the door bell rang.
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
