** Present Continuous is used for:
1. Actions that are in progress at or around the time of speaking:
- We’re watching a documentary about animals.
- They are studying for the test.

2. Temporary actions:
- I am living in Amman this month.
- My cousin is staying with us this month.

3. Annoying habits (with always – forever – constantly - continually):
- My brother is forever complaining about his homework.
- she’s always borrowing my clothes. 

4. Changing or developing situations in the present:
- The weather is getting colder.
- People are becoming more interested in healthy food.
        5. Plans and arrangements for the future:
- We are visiting our grandparents this Monday.
- Sarah is traveling to Aqaba next week.

** Time expressions used with Present continuous:
- At the moment - now - for the time being – this morning / afternoon / evening / week / month / year / today, etc.

** Form:
** Affirmative: 
Sub + verb to be (is – am – are) + v.ing
- I am studying.
- We are dancing.

** Negative:
Sub + verb to be (is – am – are) + not + v.ing                  (isn’t – aren’t – I’m not)
- She isn’t playing.
- They aren’t watching.

** Question:
a- Yes / No questions:
 Verb to be (is – am – are) + sub + v.ing ?
- Is she running?
No, she isn’t.
Yes, she is.

- Are they playing football?
- No, they aren’t.
Yes, they are.
b- Wh questions:
Wh word + verb to be (is – am – are) + sub + v.ing?
- What are you doing?
- Where is he going?

** Spelling:
1- With most verbs we add -ing:
- go→ going.       
- work→ working.

2- Verbs ending in -e we drop the e, add -ing:
- make → making
- come → coming.          

3- Verbs ending in ie we change ie into y, add -ing:
- lie → lying.
- die → dying.

4- Verbs ending in one vowel + one consonant we double last letter + -ing:
- run → running
- shop → shopping


 




** Stative verbs:
- Stative verbs describe states, not actions, so we usually do not use them in continuous tenses
 - I am knowing ❌.
- We use them in present simple tense 
- John loves her new car.

** Common Categories of Stative Verbs:
1. Verbs of Thinking / Opinion: describe thoughts, beliefs, or opinions:
Believe, know, understand, think (when it means opinion), remember, forget, mean, suppose.

2. Verbs of Emotion / Feeling: describe how we feel (not actions):
Love, hate, prefer, need, want, like.

3. Verbs of Possession: describe ownership or possession:
Own, belong, possess.

4. Verbs of the Senses: describe perception (using senses):
See, hear, smell, taste, sound, seem.

** NOTE: 
Some verbs can be both stative and action verbs, depending on their meaning in context.

	Have a flavor
	Stative
	This cake tastes delicious.

	Try / sample food
	Action
	The chef is tasting the soup.

	Meaning
	Type
	Example

	Describe a permanent quality
	Stative
	He is friendly.

	Describe temporary behavior
	Action
	He’s being rude today.



🔹 6. LOOK
	Meaning
	Type
	Example

	Appear / seem
	Stative
	You look tired.

	Use your eyes / search
	Action
	She’s looking at the board.





🔹 7. FEEL
	Meaning
	Type
	Example

	Have an opinion / general emotion
	Stative
	I feel this is wrong.

	Experience a physical or emotional state
	Action
	I’m feeling cold today.



🔹 8. WEIGH
	Meaning
	Type
	Example

	Have a certain weight
	Stative
	The bag weighs 5 kilos.

	Measure the weight
	Action
	She’s weighing the flour.



🔹 SMELL
	Meaning
	Type
	Example

	Have a certain odor / emit a smell
	Stative
	This flower smells nice.

	Actively sniff / check the smell
	Action
	The dog is smelling the ground.
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
