Countable and uncountable nouns
Quantifiers

A. Countable Nouns:
- These are nouns we can count.
- They have singular and plural forms.
- We usually use a or an with singular countable nouns.

Examples:
- one apple / two apples.
- a book / three books.
- a car / many cars.

❌ We cannot say: one water / two waters (unless talking about bottles of water)





B. Uncountable Nouns:
- These nouns cannot be counted.
- They don’t have a plural form.
- We always use singular verb forms with uncountable nouns.

Examples:
- water, milk, sugar, rice, money, information, money, money, traffic, equipment, knowledge.

- I drink water.
- She needs sugar.
- This fruit is so delicious.

❌ We cannot say: two sugars (unless talking about packets of sugar)

** Note:
- Some plural countable nouns don’t end in -s and some uncountable nouns do end in -s:
- Her children are usually very friendly. (countable).
- The news is very good. (uncountable)

C.  Quantifiers (words to show quantity):
** Quantifiers for Countable Nouns:
· a few → a small number of (positive)
· Example: I have a few books.
· many → a large number
· Example: She has many friends.
· a number of → several, quite a few
· Example: A number of students are absent today.
· lots of / a lot of → many (informal, positive)
· Example: There are lots of apples in the basket.
· any → used in questions or negatives
· Example: Do you have any pens?

** Quantifiers for Uncountable Nouns:
· a little → a small amount (positive)
· Example: I have a little water.
· much → a large amount (usually in negatives/questions)
· Example: There isn’t much sugar.
· lots of / a lot of → much (informal, positive)
· Example: She has lots of money.
· some → a certain amount (positive)
· Example: I need some milk.
· any → used in questions or negatives
· Example: Is there any juice left?
· a kilo of → a specific quantity
· Example: I bought a kilo of rice.

Tip:
· Countable: a few, many, a number of, lots of, a lot of, any, some
· Uncountable: a little, much, lots of, a lot of, some, any, a kilo of
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
