1. Compound Sentences (joined by and, but, or, so, yet)
These join two main ideas to heighten tension or contrast calm with danger.
· She reached for the door handle, but something cold brushed against her fingers.
· He called out her name, and the echo came back in a voice that wasn’t his.
· The lights flickered, and a shadow darted across the wall.
· She wanted to run, but her legs refused to move.
· He turned the corner, and the whisper stopped instantly.
· She searched for the key, but the drawer was empty.
· The night was quiet, yet every sound made her heart race.
· The phone rang once, and then silence filled the room.

2. Complex Sentences (using because, although, when, since, if, as, while, after, until)
These add layers of cause, time, or condition to make readers anticipate what happens next.
· When she opened the door, the cold air hit her like a warning.
· Although he tried to stay calm, his shaking hands betrayed him.
· As the footsteps grew louder, she pressed herself against the wall.
· Because the lights wouldn’t turn on, every corner seemed alive.
· While she was searching for the torch, something moved behind her.
· If he looked back now, he knew he wouldn’t make it out.
· Until the last echo faded, no one dared to breathe.
· After she found the note, she realized she wasn’t alone in the house.
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
