Present perfect and past simple

We use the present perfect to talk about general experiences.
 She’s visited many countries.
 We’ve seen some amazing places.

 We also use the present perfect to talk about an action in the past that is still true today.
 Rani has arrived in Bilma. d (He is in Bilma now.)
 Now the nomads have moved to the cities. 
 
We use the past simple to talk about a completed action in the past.
 They slept every night in the desert.
 (They are not in the desert now.)

Using Both in the Same Sentence
We use both when we want to connect a general experience to a specific event, or link a past event to a present result.






Examples
1. I have lived in Paris since I moved there in 2018.
→ Ongoing situation (have lived) + past starting point (moved).

2. She has worked at this company ever since she graduated from university.
→ Still true now (has worked) + event that happened then (graduated).

3. We have known each other since we met at that conference.
→ Relationship continues + first meeting was in the past.

4. They have been friends since they were children.
→ Still friends now + childhood event in the past.

5. I haven’t eaten pizza since I visited Italy last year.
→ Present result (still haven’t eaten) + specific time (last year).

6. He hasn’t called me since he left for Canada.
→ Present result (no calls yet) + action that started it (left).







7. She has improved a lot since she started practicing every day.
→ Ongoing improvement + starting action in past.

8. I have seen that actor before, but I met him in person yesterday.
→ General experience + specific event.

9. We haven’t talked much since we had that argument.
