We use the present perfect with already in affirmative sentences.
 They’ve already visited more than eighty countries. 
 She’s already learnt how to drive.
 
We usually use the present perfect with yet in questions and negative sentences. 
They haven’t finished their journey yet.
 Has my letter arrived yet?

Just means ‘a short time ago’. 
 They’ve just left Dublin.
