First conditional
We use the First Conditional to talk about things that might happen in the future. These things are possible, but they depend on a condition (something else happening first).
****************************
Forms of the First Conditional
Positive Form:
If + subject + present simple, subject + will + base verb
Examples:
· If she studies, she will pass the exam.
· If it rains, we will stay at home.

Negative Form:
If + subject + don’t / doesn’t + base verb, subject + won’t + base verb
Examples:
· If you don’t eat, you won’t grow.
· If he doesn’t come, we won’t start the game.






Question Form:
What / Where / When + will + subject + base verb + if + subject + present simple?
Examples:
· What will you do if it rains?
· Where will we go if we finish early?
****************************
Examples:
1. If you like animals, you’ll love Serengeti National Park.
· (Maybe in the future you’ll go there. It will happen if you like animals.)
2. If we don’t walk up the hill, we won’t see the beautiful view.
· (We will only see the view if we walk up.)
3. We’ll go skiing tomorrow if it snows.
· (We’ll go skiing only if snow comes.)
