1- Greeting: -

2- Body: -

o Asking questions or making plans.

« Example: I hope you're doing well. I wanted to tell you about a hew place I
found!

3- Closing:

« This is where you say goodbye. It's usually friendly .
« Example: Talk to you soon! or See you later!

4- Signature:

« End by writing your name so the person knows who the email is from.
« Example: Your friend, Sam or Best wishes, Emily
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
