            Present Perfect Simple & Present Perfect Continuous

1. Present Perfect Simple
Form
· Affirmative:
Subject + have/has + past participle
→ She has finished her homework.
· Negative:
Subject + have/has + not + past participle
→ They haven’t visited London.
· Question:
Have/Has + subject + past participle?
→ Have you seen this movie?

When do we use Present Perfect Simple?
1. Completed actions with a result now
· I’ve broken my phone. (The phone is broken now)
2. Life experiences (no specific time)
· She has travelled to Italy.
3. Actions that happened at an unspecified time
· He has read this book before.
4. Recently completed actions
· She has just arrived.

2. Present Perfect Continuous
Form
· Affirmative:
Subject + have/has + been + verb-ing
→ She has been studying for two hours.
· Negative:
Subject + have/has + not + been + verb-ing
· Question:
Have/Has + subject + been + verb-ing?

When do we use Present Perfect Continuous?
1. To show the duration of an activity that started in the past and continues now
· I’ve been working here since 2022.
2. To talk about actions that were happening recently
· She’s been crying. (Her eyes are red now)
3. To show that the action is not finished
· They have been playing football for an hour. (They are probably still playing)
4. To emphasize the activity, not the result
· He has been practicing the piano.
