Negative Inversion – Complete Worksheet

Part 1: Introduction to Negative Inversion
1. What is Negative Inversion?
We use negative inversion to add emphasis or a special meaning to a sentence.
مدخل: ما هو القلب بالنفي؟
نستخدم القلب بالنفي لإضافة تأكيد أو معنى خاص للجملة.
Structure:
Adverb / Adverbial Phrase + Helping Verb + Subject + Verb

البنية:
فعلٌ ظرفي/عبارة ظرفية + فعل مساعد + الفاعل + الفعل

Part 2: Common Negative Adverbs
	Adverb / Phrase
	Arabic Meaning

	In no way
	باي حال من الأحوال

	At no time
	في أي وقت من الأوقات

	Rarely
	نادرًا

	Seldom
	نادرًا ما

	Never
	أبدًا

	Under no circumstances
	تحت أي ظرف من الظروف



Part 3: Basic Rule (Using Do / Does / Did)
When the sentence is in the present or past simple, use do / does / did after the negative adverb.
تذكير مهم: يأتي الفعل بعد do/does/did بصيغته الأساسية.
Examples:
1. She seldom worked very hard.
→ Seldom did she work very hard.
2. I rarely go outside.
→ Rarely do I go outside.
3. He rarely goes outside.
→ Rarely does he go outside.

Part 4: Negative Inversion with Other Tenses
If the sentence already has a helping verb (have, has, had, will, can, should, must…), we invert that auxiliary.
Examples:
· I had never met someone so interesting.
→ Never had I met someone so interesting.
· I have seldom seen such beautiful work.
→ Seldom have I seen such beautiful work.
· We rarely find such talent.
→ Rarely do we find such talent.
· Sam will relax.
→ At no time will Sam relax.
· We agreed to this.
→ In no way did we agree to this.
· Children shouldn’t travel alone.
→ Under no circumstances should children travel alone.

Part 5: Hardly / Barely / Scarcely + had + S + V3 + when + V2
	Adverb
	Arabic Meaning

	Hardly
	بالكاد

	Barely
	بالكاد

	Scarcely
	بالكاد


Examples:
· We had hardly left the hotel when it started to rain.
→ Hardly had we left the hotel when it started to rain.
· The votes had scarcely been counted when the president appeared.
→ Scarcely had the votes been counted when the president appeared.


Part 6: No Sooner
Form:
No sooner + had + S + V3 + than + V2
Important: than must always follow no sooner.
Example:
The new park wasn’t open when it started raining.
→ No sooner had the new park opened than it started raining.

Part 7: Not Only
Not only + did + S + V1 … , but S also + V2
Example:
They didn’t arrive late, and they talked throughout the film.
→ Not only did they arrive late, but they also talked throughout the film.

Part 8: Little + did + S + (realise / know / think / believe)
Example:
We didn’t know that we would never meet again.
→ Little did we know that we would never meet again.
Important: Remove negative words in the original sentence.

Part 9: Only When
Form:
Only when + (first event) , did + S + V1 (second event)
Example:
A driver waved at me to stop. Then I realised my tyre was flat.
→ Only when a driver waved at me to stop did I realise my tyre was flat.
