Word-Building / Derivations
(Noun – Verb – Adjective – Adverb)

1. What is Word-Building?
Word-building means changing a word from its root form into another form (noun, verb, adjective, adverb) depending on the meaning in the sentence.
Example:
· Verb: decide (to choose)
· Noun: decision (the choice)
· Adjective: decisive (clear, strong)
· Adverb: decisively (in a strong way)
2. Golden Rule
· After a/an/the → usually Noun.
· Before a noun → usually Adjective.
· After verbs like be, is, are → usually Adjective.
· To describe a verb or adjective → use Adverb.
· For action or process → use Verb.
