Echo Questions Worksheet
1. Definition & Use
An echo question is a short question we use in conversation not to get new information, but to:
· show interest,
· show surprise, or
· keep the conversation going.
Example:
· A: I’ve just bought a new car.
· B: Have you?  (shows interest/surprise)

2. Structure (Form)
Echo questions are formed with:
Auxiliary verb + subject pronoun
· If the main sentence uses an auxiliary verb → repeat it.
· If it does not → use do / does / did.

3. Examples
	Statement
	Echo Question

	She is coming to the party.
	Is she?

	They have finished the project.
	Have they?

	I went to London last year.
	Did you?

	He likes chocolate.
	Does he?






4. Special Cases
With “be” as the main verb → just repeat the verb “be”.
· A: I’m tired.
· B: Are you? 
With modal verbs → keep the same modal.
· A: She can drive.
· B: Can she?
