Present continuous for future 
We use the present continuous to talk about definite arrangements for the future.
Affirmative Form
Subject + am/is/are + verb(-ing) + time reference
✅ I am meeting my friend tomorrow.
✅ She is flying to London next week.
✅ They are coming to the party on Saturday.
Negative Form
Subject + am/is/are + not + verb(-ing) + time reference
✅ I am not working this weekend.
✅ He isn’t visiting us next month.
✅ We aren’t going to the cinema tonight.
Question Form
Am/Is/Are + subject + verb(-ing) + time reference?
✅ Are you coming to the event next Friday?
✅ Is she traveling to Spain next summer?
✅ Are they meeting us later?








Examples:Affirmative Sentences
✅ I am starting a new job next week.
✅ She is having dinner with her parents tonight.
✅ We are going on vacation next month.
✅ They are playing football on Saturday afternoon.
✅ My brother is getting married next summer.
Negative Sentences
❌ I am not attending the meeting tomorrow.
❌ He isn’t coming to the party next Friday.
❌ We aren’t traveling this weekend.
❌ She isn’t meeting her friends tonight.
❌ They aren’t watching the movie later.
