Investigating plants
** What are plants?
· Plants are living things.
· They grow, breathe, need food, and make new plants.
· Plants have parts: flower, leaf, stem, fruit, seed, root.

** The Stem:
· The stem holds the plant up.
· It carries water from roots to leaves.
· It carries food from leaves to the whole plant.
· Some stems are strong, like pine trees, some are weak (climbers), like grape vine.
· Some stems store food, like sugar cane.

** The Leaves:
· Leaves make food for the plant (photosynthesis).
· Leaves need sunlight, water, and carbon dioxide to make food.
· Leaves release oxygen during the day.
· At night, leaves take in oxygen and release carbon dioxide.
· Some leaves store food (like cabbage, mint).

** Flowers, Fruits, and Seeds:
· Flowers are colorful and sometimes smell nice.
· Flowers make fruits, and fruits contain seeds.
· Seeds grow into new plants.
· Fruits can have one seed (mango), few seeds (orange), or many seeds (papaya).

** Roots:
· Roots grow in the soil.
· Two types:
· Tap roots: one big root (carrot, radish, pea).
· Fibrous roots: many thin roots (onion, wheat, rice).
· Roots hold the plant, take water and minerals, and sometimes store food.

6. Seeds
· A seed has a baby plant and food inside.
· Seeds need water, air, and warmth to grow.
· With sunlight, air, water, and good soil, they grow into healthy plants.
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
