How Birds Live
** Flying:
· Most birds can fly using their strong muscles to move their wings.
· Their bodies are light, and their bones are hollow.
** Some birds cannot fly, such as:
1- Ostrich                2- Kiwi.                        3- Penguin (uses wings to swim)

** Feathers: 
Feathers help them to stay warm and dry:
Birds have three types of feathers:
1. Down feathers:  
· Soft and fluffy.
· Keep the bird warm.
2. Body feathers:
· Cover the body.
· Give the bird shape.
3. Flight feathers:
· Strong feathers on the wings and tail.
· Help the bird fly.
** Nesting Habits:
· Birds build nests in different places.
· Most nests are high in trees, but some are on the ground.
· Examples:
· Eagle → nest high in a tree
· Partridge → nest on the ground
· Woodpecker → makes a hole in a tree trunk

** Beaks: Birds do not have teeth.
Types of Beaks:
· Flesh-eating birds →  strong, sharp, hooked beaks (for tearing meat), like an vulture.
· Seed-eating birds → short, strong, pointed beaks, (cracks seeds) like the sparrow.
· Parrot → strong curved beak (cracks nuts & seeds)
· Woodpecker → long, sharp beak (gets insects from trees)
· Duck → broad, flat beak with holes (filters mud & keeps food)
· Kingfisher / Pelican → long, scissor-like beaks (catch fish)

** Feet and Claws:
· Birds have four toes on each foot.
· Feet and claws help birds catch food, walk, climb, and swim.
Types of Feet:
· Flesh-eating birds → strong, sharp talons (catch small animals) like an eagle.
· Ducks (water birds) → webbed feet (for swimming)
· Cranes → long legs (walk in water)
· Parrot → uses claws to hold food and climb
· Woodpecker → uses claws to climb trees
· Crows / Sparrows → perch on branches (3 toes front, 1 back)
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
