- Personal adjectives are words used to describe someone's personality, traits, and character.
** Adding -ful:
· Care → Careful (someone who is careful)
· Thought → Thoughtful (someone who thinks about others)
· Hope → Hopeful (someone who is optimistic)

** Adding -less:
· Care → Careless (someone who is not careful)
· Fear → Fearless (someone brave, without fear)
· Hope → Hopeless (someone who gives up easily)

** Adding -y:
· Noise → Noisey (someone make a lot of noise / speaks loudly)
· Fun → Funny (someone entertaining)
· Mess → Messy (someone untidy)



**  Adding -ic / -ical:
· Hero → Heroic (someone brave or admirable)
· Comedy → Comedic (someone funny)
· Music → Musical (someone good at music)

** Adding -ous:
· Danger → Dangerous (full of danger)
· Fame → Famous (well-known)
· Mystery → Mysterious (full of mystery)

**  Adding -ish:
· Child → Childish (like a child)
· Fool → Foolish (like a fool)
· Self → Selfish (someone who thinks mostly of themselves)

** Adding -ed:
· Bore → Bored (I am bored.) → feeling uninterested
· Excite → Excited (She is excited.) → feeling happy or thrilled
· Surprise → Surprised (He was surprised.) → feeling shocked

** Adding -ing:
· Bore → Boring (This movie is boring.) → causing boredom
· Excite → Exciting (It’s an exciting game.) → causing excitement
· Surprise → Surprising (It’s surprising news.) → causing surprise
