1- be going to:
** Uses:
1- Future plans and intentions:(To talk about things we have already decided or planned).
- I am going to visit my grandparents next weekend.
- She is going to study medicine at university.

2- Prediction for the near future based on present situations or evidence: We use be going to when we see signs or evidence that something will happen.
- Look at those clouds! It is going to rain.
- Be careful! That glass is going to fall.








** Form:
1- Affirmative:
Sub+ is/am/are + going to + inf. verb
Examples:
· I am going to study tonight.
· She is going to visit her friend.
· They are going to play football.

2- Negative:
Sub + is/am/are + not + going to + inf. verb
Examples:
· I am not going to eat pizza.
· He is not going to come to the party.
· We are not going to travel this week.

3- Question Form
Is/am/are + sub + going to + Inf. verb?
Examples:
· Am I going to be late?
· Is she going to call you?
· Are they going to watch the movie?









2- Will:
** Uses:
1- Make offers and promises:
- I will bring you the book tomorrow.
- I will help you with your homework.

2- Decisions made at the time of speaking:
- I’m thirsty. I will drink some water.
- The phone is ringing. I will answer it.

3- To make predictions about the future:
- It will rain tomorrow.
- People will travel to space in the future.

4- After verbs like think, hope, believe, be sure, expect:
- I think he will come today.
- I hope you will pass the exam.
- I believe she will be a great teacher.
- I am sure they will win.
- I expect prices will go down.

** Time expression with will and be going to:
- This week, month, summer / tonight / this evening / tomorrow / tomorrow morning, afternoon, night / next week, month, year / at the end / in January / in a few minutes, hours, days / on Thursday / on Wednesday morning.




** Form:
1- Affirmative:
Sub + will + v.inf: 
- I will eat.
- She will travel.

2- Negative:
Sub + will not (won’t) + v.inf
- I will not (won’t) play.
- He will not (won’t) come.

3- Question:
Will + subj + base verb?
- Will you help me?
Yes, I will.                             No, I won’t.

- Will she come tomorrow?
Yes, she will.                             No, she won’t.
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
