Used to & Would (Past Habits)
1. Used + base form
We use used to for:
a- Regular actions in the past that no longer happen:
· Our family used to produce olive oil.
· My dad used to cook at the weekends.
b- Past states (situations) that were true before but not now:
· I used to love cooking, but now I prefer eating out.
· She used to live in Aqaba.

** Form:
1- Affirmative:
Sub + used to + base verb
· I used to play football.
· She used to live in Zarqa.


2- Negative:
Sub + didn’t use to + base verb
· I didn’t use to like coffee.
· They didn’t use to go swimming.

3- Question:
Did + sub + use to + base verb?
· Did you use to play piano?
· Did she use to live here?

👉 Notice:
In negative and questions → use to (without d).
-----------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------
2. Would + base form
We use would for:
1- Actions we did regularly in the past (repeated actions):
· Their dad would cook at the weekends.
· My grandmother would tell us stories before bed.

** Form:
1- Affirmative:
Sub + would + base verb
· I would play outside after school.
· He would tell stories at night.

2- Negative
Sub + would not (wouldn’t) + base verb
· He wouldn’t tell us anything.
· They wouldn’t go out in winter.
3- Question:
Would + sub + base verb?
· Would you visit your cousins every summer?
· Would he help you with homework?

👉 Important differences:
· We don’t use would with questions and negatives when we talk about repeated actions in the past.  
· Would = actions only (NOT states).
· We can use used to with actions and states.
-----------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------
be used to + get used to
1. Be used to (+ noun / + -ing)
· It means you are familiar with something; it is normal for you.
Examples:
· She is used to eating late.
· He is used to waking up early.

2. Get used to (+ noun / + -ing)
· It means that the process of becoming familiar with something (getting comfortable with it).
Examples:
· I am getting used to eating healthy food.
· She got used to driving at night.
