Present perfect continuous 
** Uses:
1 -Actions that started in the past and still in progress now / have happened repeatedly until now:
- The scientists have been searching for a new medicine.
- I have been studying English for two hours.

2- Actions happened repeatedly in the past and have finished recently that have results that affect the present:
- My ears hurt because I have been working on the computer for hours.
- She has been studying, so she looks tired.

 3- To emphasize how long actions have been in progress for:
- He has been researching climate change for a decade.
- She has been working here since 2019.

** Key words:
- All day, all night, all week, for years,  for a long time, for ages, lately, recently, since, how long?.


** Form:
1- Affirmative:
- sub + has / have + been + v.ing:
- I have been working.
- He has been playing.

2- Negative:
- sub + has / have + not+ been + v.ing:
- She has not been working. (hasn’t).
- We have not been sleeping. (haven’t).

3- Question:
- Has / Have + sub + been + v.ing? :
- Has he been working?   - Yes, he has.                                 – No, he hasn’t.
- Have you been sleeping? – Yes, I have.                              – No, I haven’t.

** Spelling:
1- Most verbs we add (ing):
- work – working.
- Talk – talking.

2- If the verbs ends with (e) we drop the (e)  add (ing):
- make – making.
- shake – shaking.

3- If the verb ends with a consonant preceded by a vowel, we double the last letter and add (ing):
- swim – swimming.
- hit – hitting.

4- If the verb ends with (Y) preceded by a consonant we keep the (Y) and only add (ing):
- play – playing.
- stay – staying.

** Important note:
- We use the present perfect simple to talk about something we have done or achieved or an action that is complete, it is also used to say how many times something happened:
- for example:
- We have watched that film twice in the last week.
- They have visited the museum three times.

-We used the present perfect continuous to talk about how long something has been happening, it's not important whether or not it has finished:
- The tropical storm has been going on for days.
- She has been working here since 2021.
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
