** Indefinite article: a / an:
1- We use a before consonant sounds and an before vowel sounds:
- a bottle / a car.
- an apple / an adventure.

 2- We use a or an with singular countable nouns:
- a book / a teacher.
- an apple / an umbrella.

3- We use a or an with singular countable nouns we mentioned for the first time, (When we continue talking about it we use the):
- She has an old car. (First time you mention the car).
- He saw a bird in the garden. (We don’t know which bird).

4- To say what someone's job is:
- She's an engineer.
- He is a teacher.

** Definite article: the:
- We use the with singular and plural countable nouns and uncountable nouns to talk about something specific when the noun is mentioned for the first time:
- There's a fisherman on a boat. The boat looks very old.
- I saw a dog in the street. The dog was very friendly.

** We use the with:
1. Unique nouns (only one in the world)
· The moon looks bright tonight.
· The Earth orbits the sun.

2. Names of cinemas, theatres, hotels, ships…
· We watched a movie at the Royal Cinema.
· They stayed at the Grand Palace Hotel.

3. Names of rivers, mountains, deserts, seas:
· The Nile is the longest river in Africa.
· The Red Sea is very salty.

4. Countries or groups of countries with plural names:
· She lived in the Netherlands.
· They visited the United Arab Emirates.

5. Musical instruments:
· Adam plays the guitar.
· My sister is learning the flute.



6. Nationalities (when referring to the people):
· The Japanese are known for their technology.
· The Italians make great pasta.

7. Adjectives used as nouns (groups of people):
· The rich should help the poor.
· The elderly need special care.

8. Superlatives:
· She is the fastest runner in the school.
· This is the most expensive watch here.

9. Words like beach, station, jungle, countryside:
· We stopped at the station to buy tickets.
· He explored the jungle during his trip.

10. Times of the day: morning, afternoon, evening:
· I drink tea in the morning.
· We study in the evening.

** We do NOT use the with:

1. Proper nouns:
· Is Sarah coming today?
· Dubai is very modern.

2. Sports, colors, days, months, drinks, meals, holidays, languages:
· Football is my favorite sport.
· Red is my favorite color.
3. School subjects:
· She loves studying biology.
· They have to study physics at school..

4. Names of countries, cities, streets, parks, bridges:
(A few exceptions, such as the Golden Gate Bridge, the High Street)
· Paris is beautiful.
· He walked down King Street.

5- Means of transport:
· We went to Aqaba by bus.
· She travels to work by train.

** Special Rules:
- bed, school, church, hospital, prison, university, college, court
- We do not use “the” when we talk about the main purpose of the place. 
- Without “the” = the person is there for the place’s main purpose:
· He is at school. (He is a student)
· She is in hospital. (She is a patient)
· My brother is in prison. (He is a prisoner)
- With “the” = visiting or going for another reason:
· I went to the school to talk to the teacher.
· She went to the hospital to see her aunt.






** Extra information:
- A proper noun is the name of a specific person, place, or thing. It always starts with a capital letter.
- People: Hala, Mr. Karim.
- Cities/Countries: Amman, London, Jordan.
- Specific places: the Dead Sea, Queen Alia Airport.
-Days/Months: Monday, October.
-Holidays: Ramadan, Christmas.

- A common noun is a general name for a person, place, or thing. It does not start with a capital letter (unless it begins a sentence).
- People: girl, teacher.
- Places: city, school, country.
- Things: book, phone, table.
- Animals: dog, cat.
- Ideas: happiness, love.
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
