	Arabic Meaning
	Example Sentence

	crunching
	قرمشة / صوت القرمشة
	I love the crunching of snow under my boots.

	popping
	فرقعة
	Bubble wrap popping is fun.

	rustling
	حفيف
	I heard the rustling of leaves in the wind.

	waves crashing
	الأمواج تتحطم
	The sound of waves crashing is relaxing.

	high-pitched
	ذو نبرة عالية
	The dentist’s drill makes a high-pitched noise.

	humming
	طنين منخفض / همهمة
	I can hear the washing machine humming.

	thud
	صوت سقوط مكتوم
	There was a loud thud when the box fell.

	chirping
	زقزقة الطيور
	Birds were chirping outside my window.

	buzzing
	طنين
	I heard a bee buzzing near my ear.

	screeching
	صراخ حاد
	The parrot was screeching loudly.

	roar (of an engine)
	هدير (المحرّك)
	I heard the roar of an engine outside.

	sizzling
	أزيز الطعام أثناء الطهي
	The meat was sizzling in the pan.

	Arabic Meaning
	Example Sentence

	scent
	رائحة لطيفة / عبير
	I love the scent of roses.

	aroma
	رائحة طيبة / عطر الطعام
	The aroma of fresh bread is amazing.

	mouth-watering
	يشهي / يفتح الشهية
	The cookies smelled mouth-watering.

	subtle
	خفيف / غير قوي
	She wore a subtle perfume.

	overpowering
	قوي جدًا / خانق
	His cologne was overpowering.

	stench
	رائحة كريهة جدًا
	The stench from the drains was terrible.

	stinks
	يَنتِن / له رائحة سيئة
	The garbage stinks in hot weather.

	smelly
	ذو رائحة كريهة
	He took off his smelly socks.

	Her hair feels silky.

	smooth
	أملس
	This stone is smooth to touch.

	spiky
	مدبّب / ذو أشواك
	The hedgehog has spiky quills.

	squishy
	طري ويمكن ضغطه
	The toy is soft and squishy.

	sticky
	لزج
	Honey is sticky.
