




Figurative language Worksheet 1


Grade 5






Figurative language: It is the usage of words and sentences in a way that creates a certain effect to engage the reader.

1. Imagery
The use of figurative language to evoke a sensory experience or create a picture with words for a reader by using descriptive language, figures of speech and senses of sight, taste, smell, touch, and sound, as well as internal emotion and feelings.
examples:
· A gust of cold air blew over her, causing her body to shiver. After she pulled the fuzzy blanket up to her chin, she was warm and cozy.
· He woke up to the smell of burnt toast and greasy bacon, when all he wanted was coffee.           
· As she walked through the wintery woods, her teeth chattered and the leaves crunched under her feet.
2. Simile
Comparing two things with each other using the words “like” or “as…..as “.
examples: 
1. As blind as a bat
meaning: Completely unable to see.
example: Without his glasses, he was as blind as a bat.
2. As calm as a millpond
meaning: Very calm and peaceful.
example: The lake was as calm as a millpond on a windless day.
3. As quick as lightning
meaning: Very fast or rapid.
example: Her reflexes were as quick as lightning, allowing her to catch the falling glass before it shattered.

3. Metaphor
A metaphor also compares two things, but in a more direct way, without using as or like.
examples:
· The vast parking lot was a Sahara under the relentless sun.
· Laughter is the best medicine.
· Trees are poems the earth writes upon the sky.

4. Personification
Personification is when human qualities are given to a non-living thing. 
examples:
· The wind whispered through the dark and gloomy forest.
· The carved pumpkin sat on the table, smiling and observing Halloween preparations.
· The metro door opened in its inimitable style and welcomed the travelers.

5. Hyperbole
Hyperbole is when exaggeration is used to create a certain effect.
examples:
· My mom made enough food to feed an army last night
· That was so embarrassing, I almost died.
· That took forever to finish.

6. Onomatopoeia 
Onomatopoeia is the naming of a thing or action by imitation of natural sounds.
examples:
· The bird’s chirp filled the empty night air.
· The race car zoomed past the finish line.
· I know when the teacher is approaching because I can hear the jangle of her bracelets.
· My teeth chattered as I made my way through the snow. 
· The leaves crunched as I walked over them. 
· The wind was howling so loud that it was hard to sleep.
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7. Alliteration 
Alliteration is the repetition of the same sound at the beginning of a series of words.
examples:
· The wind swayed softly and smoothly.
· Thundering thoughts throbbed thoroughly.
· Noisy nightingales never nap.

8. Idioms 
An idiom is a group of words, or in other words, a phrase that has a meaning different from the literal meaning of the words in it.
	Common Idioms
	Definitions

	It cost me an arm and a leg to take my trip to Australia.
	Very expensive

	The players were over the moon after overcoming a tough opponent to win the championship. 
	Extremely pleased or happy

	I jumped the gun and started running before my ankle fully healed so I injured it further and the doctor had to put my foot in a cast for the next three months.
	Doing or starting something too early

	He comes round to see me once in a blue moon.
	Happening very rarely

	Don't beat around the bush. Just tell me what happened.
	To avoid saying something


	I always try to give money to the charity, but sometimes I feel it is just a drop in the ocean. 
	A very small part of something much bigger
